Modifications/Decorum

2010 – 2011 Season

For the first session of the season there will be four classes of racing of the 1:32 scale Carrera Digital slot cars. These will be Stock Car (NASCAR), Sport GT, Muscle and Lemans.

In all classes a maximum of two spacers will be allowed under each magnet holder and all magnet holders must be stock and not modified in any way. No aftermarket magnets are allowed.

Only Carrera motors that came stock with the car may be used. No aftermarket motors will be allowed.

Stock Carrera guides, tires, motors, axles and wheels that came with the car originally can be used or used as replacements. No aftermarket parts such as Slot It and NSR will be allowed.

Modifications will be allowed in the Stock (NASCAR) class only. All other classes will be raced BOX STOCK to the specifications.

Stock cars (NASCAR) may have the body lowered, the interiors removed and may run a different Carrera axle and tire set, but must have a front and rear window and a spoiler to be able to race. These are the only modifications allowed.
The use of weights may be used in all classes but they must be on the inside of the car and attached in such a way so it is not able to come loose or adversely affect the height of the car.

On race night only cars listed in Attachment 1 will be permitted to race.

Any intentional contact with another competitor’s car will not be tolerated. Rubbing is racing but intentionally bumping another car off of the track will result in your car being penalized in the race.

The idea of race night is to have fun. Yelling at other competitors or Marshals or intentionally damaging other equipment is not part of racing and will not be tolerated.

Remember the rules. Cheating in any way will not gain advantages.
